	In Year 1, children develop their understanding of sentence construction. They further develop understanding of capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks. They orally rehearse sentences then write them. As the year progresses, they learn to edit their sentences and check that they make sense and are punctuated correctly. They link clauses within sentences with the use of ‘and’ and ‘but’. They use some adjectives to describe objects, people and settings. They read their writing aloud in a clear voice.
